Career LINC, Enhanced Language Training program (ELT) offers 2 programs for foreign trained professionals, business people and skilled construction trades people who are job ready. The goals of the programs are to improve English communication skills at a more advanced level than the LINC/ESL classes, and to help participants obtain non-paid placement in their fields so they can gain Canadian work experience. Both training courses are fully funded by Citizenship and Immigration Canada and are free to qualified applicants.
 
Career LINC, Enhanced Language Training for Foreign Trained Professionals is an eight week, full time day course, offering 200 hours of business English instruction in all four skill areas, including developing presentation skills, orientation to Canadian workplace culture and issues related to the Canadian workplace, as well as such job-search workshops as resume and cover letter preparation, creating a professional portfolio, networking, cold calling and interview skills. Participants work one-on-one with the ELT Employment Counsellor to set career goals and obtain non-paid placement to gain Canadian experience in their fields. 
 
Career LINC, Enhanced Language Training for Residential Construction delivers 200 hours of instruction in job and trades specific language, and includes a practical hands-on component in electrical, framing and dry walling, carpentry and painting for residential construction.  It targets those who have been involved in related trades and/or engineering fields in their native countries. This program also includes job search skills workshops and one-on-one work with the ELT Employment Counsellor to obtain non-paid placement.
 
The next start date of both programs is February 25th, 2008.
